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LED and Additional Lights:

As drivers, we all should have an awareness oiitipertance of visibility during day and night tirheurs, but as
motorcycle riders the importance of visibility tehicles, as well as other motorcycle riders, isimgreater and
should always be foremost in our minds. Every yestor vehicle statistics reveal an ever-increasicgurrence
of vehicle/motorcycle accidents. Unfortunately, mand as a fatality accident, most often the mgtecrider
and/or his passenger.

With this in mind, many motorcycle riders striveniake their bikes much more visible to other matsrieither
with the use of brightly colored clothing, refladimaterials and added lights to catch the atterfmther
drivers.

Every state has requirements in regards to headlanm signals and brake lights (stop lamps) a&h$ is no
exception. Many of the requirements in many statessery generic but some have specific requiresientand
against certain types of light configurations.

Below you will find the requirements addressedhi& Texas Department of Public Safety/ DepartmeMatbr
Vehicle codes as well as legislative statute laggud@hese are excerpts from pertinent regulatiodsstatutes
which apply to all motor vehicles. There is specifinguage addressing the requirements on motexgd well.

STOPLAMPS REQUIRED (TRC 8547.323)

To briefly summarize the requiremengsstop lamp shall be mounted on the rear of théckeh

and shall emit a red or amber light, or a colomeetn red and amber, that is visible in normalighblt a
distance of at least 300 feet from the rear ofvéftd@cle and displays when the vehicle service bislepplied. The
stoplamp may be included as a part of anotheraeap.

LIGHTING EQUIPMENT. (TRC 8547.801) A motorcycledimding a motor-driven cycle, shall be equippedwijt
not more than two headlamps mounted at a height 84 to 54 inches; at least one tail lamp mountedreeight
from 20 to 72 inches, and a tail lamp or sepait®lto illuminate the rear license plate; at least stop lamp;
and at least one rear red reflector and may beded as a part of the tail lamp.

A motorcycle, other than a motor-driven cycle, kbalequipped with multiple-beam lighting equipmemith an
uppermost distribution of light, that reveals asp@& or vehicle at a distance of at least 300dbetd; and a
lowermost distribution of light that reveals a pgror vehicle at a distance of at least 150 feeadhand is aimed
so that no part of the high-intensity portion of theam on the motorcycle that is on a straightewel road under
any condition of loading projects into the eyeswofapproaching vehicle operator.

A “motor-driven” cycle has very similar requiremsrats above, however these requirements vary deygeodi
the maximum speed of the cycle. | am assuminguhdér language, a motor-driven cycle is sometlikegd
moped.

§ 547.305. RESTRICTIONS ON USE OF LIGHTS.
(&) A motor vehicle lamp or illuminating devicdher than a headlamp, spot lamp, auxiliary lamg signal
lamp, or emergency vehicle or school bus warningplathat projects a beam with an intensity brigktan
300candlepower shall be directed so that no patteohigh-intensity portion of the beam strikes tb@dway at a
distance of more than 75 feet from the vehicle.
(b) Except as expressly authorized by law, a pensay not operate or move equipment or a vehitherdhan a
police vehicle, with a lamp or device that display®d light visible from
directly in front of the center of the equipmentvenhicle.
(c) A person may not operate a motor vehicle gupdpwith a red, white, or blue beacon, flashinglternating
light unless the equipment is:

(1) used as specifically authorized by this ¢egpor

(2) a running lamp, headlamp, tail lamp, backampp, or turn signal lamp that is used as
authorized by law.

(d) A vehicle may be equipped with alternatesfling lighting equipment described by Section
547.701 or 547.702 only if the vehicle is:

(1) a school bus;

(2) an authorized emergency vehicle;

(3) a church bus that has the words "church prigted on the front and rear of the bus so
to be clearly discernable to other vehicle opestor

(4) atow truck while under the direction ofaavienforcement officer at the scene of an
accident or while hooking up to a disabled vehaiea roadway; or

(5) a tow truck with a mounted light bar whicdshturn signals and stop lamps in addition
those required by Sections 547.322, 547.323, aiidB34, Transportation Code.

(e) A person may not operate highway maintenanservice equipment, including snow-removal
equipment, that is not equipped with lamps or tlwas not display lighted lamps as required by taedards and
specifications adopted by the Texas Department of
Transportation.

() In this section "tow truck" means a motor igdn or mechanical device that is adapted or used t
tow, winch, or move a disabled vehicle.

TEXAS STATUTES:

Legislative statutes basically state the followiaigguage above.

With the above in mind, although many bikers hadeea additional lighting to enhance factory- modnte
lighting, i.e. brake lights, tail lights, etc., geadditions may not be within the guidelines efrquirements and
restrictions, as set forth above. Each biker musglvthe risk of a possible traffic citation or weng versus the

added safety provided by add-on equipment.
