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Advanced Dog Training in the Hill Country 
 
Is it worth teaching a old dog a new trick? 
 
Dogs that chase motorcycles need extra training to allow them to safely chase trikes. Although 
training is possible, it can be very costly for both the repairs to the trike and the vet bill.  
 
Training performed on the trike ride to the hill country recently involved two trikes and one 70 
pound dog. As the group of trikes were cruising down a country road, the student (dog) ran towards 
the first trike. When the student saw it was Craig and Mary, it turned to run away as Craig slowed 
the trike down. 
 
NOTE: Now remember the student had only completed a motorcycle chasing class and not the 
advanced trike assault class. The student, not knowing how to chase a trike, then turned back 
around and attacked the foot peg on the trike number 2. The student was doing very well to this 
point: his form, speed and barking were all above average. 
 
Now the PROBLEM: the rear fender and rear suspension of trike number 2 became a very 
expensive training tool when it came in contact with the student/dog. 
 
As a result, the student/dog flunked out of class and ran home, with his tail between his legs, after 
failing to respond properly to the teaching aid. 
 
If you get into one of these impromptu classes and you are injured, or worse your bike/trike is 
injured,  
be sure to get the information on the dog/student. You will need to contact the owner of said 
dog/student, and obtain name, address, phone number, etc. Your insurance company can then 
subrogate, or seek reimbursement for the damage from the owner of said dog/student. 
 
By the way, the dog is probably now attending a lifetime class on pushing up bluebonnets.

The rain suits were put on in Glen Rose 
and we wore them the whole weekend long. 
 
This was the perfect weekend for wild flower gazing as the bluebonnet, Indian paintbrushes, 
buttercups, daises; poppies were all over the fields. They were absolutely the best from the back of 
the motorcycle because not only was the view very good, you could also smell the Bluebonnets 
when there was a large group of them in one place.  On several roads, you could look ahead to the 
hill in front of us and there were two blue ribbons along the edges. 
 
We ate lunch with the Trike group  Friday at Neal’s  after visiting the Frio Canyon motorcycle shop  
(had to take a break from the rain).  On their back porch overlooking the Frio River, there were 
hummingbirds buzzing at the three feeders hanging from the roof.  You could see the Frio River 
from their deck overlooking the river which was flowing rather fast because of all the rain. There 
were a lot of low places that were flooded the day before because of all the rain but the water had 
somewhat drained so that the trikes could drive thru the “low water crossings”.   
 
  After lunch we went riding on one of the Three Sisters thru the hill country. It was a great ride up 
and down, around curves.  However, I have decided that bluebonnets do not like the higher 
elevation because there were none. The rain was intermittent and we actually thought we were 
going to have break out the sun block (it was a fleeting thought) but the blue skies went away as 
fast as they came out.  Still, the weather wasn’t too bad in the hill country. 
 
A lot of the Moonlighter’s Trike riders decided to ride for Fort Worth on Saturday because the 
weather was going to get worse.  So the group rode went to the Willow City loop in Fredricksburg 
for one last bluebonnet fix and we were not disappointed.  They were awesome. 
 
  Most of the ride home was in and out of small rain showers but they were nothing compared to the 
one we hit between Glen Rose and Fort Worth.  We picked up a really bad rain storm halfway on 
144 going toward 377 and it rained really badly.  We could not see the white lines on the read and 
had to rely on the red lights of the car in front of us to determine where the road was.   It was so 
bad, we were laughing at the crazy motorcycles on the road.  Anyway, everyone arrived home safe 
but soaked.  We think we should get brownie points for driving in such a rainstorm towards our 
riding courses.

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·  4 eggs  
·  1 cup whole milk   
·  1 teaspoon pure vanilla  extract  
·  1/4 teaspoon ground cinnamon  
·  1/2 loaf challah bread , cut into 1 inch-thick slices  
·  1/2 stick unsalted butter, cut into small cubes  
·  1 cup light brown sugar, plus more for sprinkling, divided  
·  4 Granny Smith apples  
·  1/4 cup heavy cream  
·  1/2 cup pecans  
·  1/2 cup dried cranberries  
·  Confectioners' sugar, garnish, optional  

Preheat oven to 350 degrees F. 

In a flat dish, crack eggs and add milk, vanilla extract and cinnamon. Whisk until well combined then lay challah slices 
in mixture to coat and absorb it all, turning occasionally. Set a 10-inch skillet, seasoned cast iron if you have, over 
medium heat. Add the butter and 1 cup sugar and cook, stirring constantly, until the sugar has melted and caramelized, 
about 8 minutes. While the sugar is melting, peel apples, core and cut into halves, Remove from heat and gently whisk 
in the heavy cream. Sprinkle in the pecans, dried cranberries and gently press in the apple halves so there is a flat 
surface. Lay soaked slices of challah over the top so it is completely covered - you should be able to arrange the large 
slices and small slices so there are no gaps. Sprinkle the top with some brown sugar and place into the preheated 
oven. Bake in the middle of the oven for 40 to 45 minutes until the top is golden and puffy. When done, allow to cool for 
2 to 3 minutes then invert onto a large plate. Dust with confectioners' sugar, if desired, and serve. 
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
